ABOUT ROCKWELL KENT

Rockwell Kent was born on 21 June 1882 in Tarrytown, NY, and he died on 13 March 1971
in Plattsburgh, NY, nearly 89 years old.

Having finished school, he studied architecture at Columbia University in New York; here
he graduated with a BA in 1898.

Later, he studied design at The Art Students League of New York. He also attended cours-
es at the Shinnecock Hills Summer School of Art, whose director was the impressionist
American painter William Merritt Chase. It was during these years that Kent decided to be
a painter.

In the autumn of 1902, he enrolled at the New York School of Art, where he teamed up
with the world-renowned American artist Edward Hopper. They were taught by painter
Robert Henri, who was very important to them both. Henri had graduated in Paris and was
particularly influenced by Edouard Manet's realism during his stay in France. During this
time, art school teachers and teaching were strongly influenced by early American realism
and European symbolism.

Hopper's favourite subject was city life, but Kent was inspired by the simple life of the
countryside, away from the noise of the city, and most of all out in the wilderness. Nature
— especially the wild nature, the wilderness — became his favourite motive. It was through
the reading of philosophical works by Henry Davis Thoreau and Ralph Waldo Emerson
(who were both exponents of American transcendentalism and mysticism and key people
in the movement) that Kent developed his view of civilization and nature. It influenced his
development as a human being and as a visual artist.

Transcendentalism was an idealistic and anti-empirical movement in American philoso-
phy dating back to the mid-19th century, which dealt with matters beyond consciousness
and experience. Many of the transcendentalists practised the simple life in covenant with
nature. They often sought loneliness and settled in isolated places.

Kent bought a farm in the country at Au Sable Forks in Adirondack, NY and named it
Asgaard after Nordic mythology. Besides being an artist, Kent was a true adventurer. He
went on expeditions and settled in places where nature was grandiose and epic, and only

a few people lived. In the autumn and winter of 1918-19, Kent explored and lived with his
eldest son on Fox Island in Resurrection Bay in Alaska, and in 1922-23 he sailed around the
Tierra del Fuego and Magellan Strait in order to paint and explore the landscapes. He also
stayed on the rugged west coast of Ireland, and finally he went to Greenland three times;
the first time was in 1929, on an expedition in a sailboat from Newfoundland. In 1931-32
and again in 1934-35 he stayed in the small settlement Illorsuit in the Uummannagq Fiord,
each time for a period of one year or more. In 1932, his wife Frances joined him for the last
months of his stay. In 1934-35, his 14-year-old son Gordon joined him.

Kent wrote several travel books about his life in the wilderness and his expeditions, and he
became a popular writer in the United States. One of his books was translated into Dan-
ish: This book was a tribute to his Greenlandic kifak Salamina and revealed her good and
bad sides. The book carries her name, i.e. Salamina.

Over the years, Kent became more socially oriented; he was inspired by the Greenlandic
life in a small settlement, which was a community that involved everybody, and where the
vital resources were shared among them all. Politically, he became more and more en-
grossed by socialism and communism. He supported social movements and labour unions,
and as Nazism evolved in Europe, leading to World War 1l, he was engaged in the struggle
for peace and equality.

During the McCarthyism after World War Il, Kent was accused of being a communist, and
in the early 1960s this conflict with some of his own conservative countrymen made him
donate 80 oil paintings to the Soviet Union, including many of his Greenlandic paintings
together with a lot of other graphic works. These days, most of his paintings in Russia are
stored and not available to the public.

Today, Rockwell Kent is acknowledged in the United States as one of the significant mod-
ern realist and symbolist painters in the country, and also as an illustrator of a lot of clas-
sic literature. His works can be seen in many museums and galleries in the USA, Canada,
Russia and some former Soviet-states. At auctions, especially his paintings are sold at
high prices, often for more than $ 100,000; the best of his paintings cost even more.

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ROCKWELL KENT PILLUGU

Rockwell Kent inunngorpoq 21. juni 1882-imi Tarrytown, NY-mi, toqullunilu 13. marts
1971-imi Plattsburgh, NY-imi, 89-iliingajalerluni.

Atuartooreernermi kingorna illussanik titartaasartussatut Columbia Universitymi New
Yorkimiittumi ilinnialerpogq, tassanilu 1898-imi bachelorinngorpogq.

Kingusinnerusukkut The Art Students League of New Yorkimi ilusilersuineq aamma de-
sign ilinniarpai. Aammattaaq aasat arlaqgartut iluanni Shinnecock Hills Summer School of
Artimi ilaasarpoq, tassanilu taamani direkteriuvoq amerikamioq impressionisme atorlugu
qalipaasartoq William Merritt Chase. Ukiuni taakkunani aalajangerpoq qalipaasartunngor-
niarluni.

1902-mi ukiakkut New York School of Artimi ilinniarumalluni allatsippogq, tassanilu ameri-
kamioq eqqumiitsuliortoq Edward Hopper kingusinnerusukkut nunarsuarmi tusaamasann-
gortoq holdeqatigilerpaa. Taamani ilinniartitsisoraat galipaasartoq Robert Henri, assullu
taanna inunnut marlunnut taakkununnga sunniuteqgarsimavoq. Henri Parisimi ilinniarsi-
mavogq, Frankrigimiinnermilu nalaani Edouard Manetip realisme atorlugu qalipaariaasianut
immikkut sunnertissimalluni. New Yorkimi eqqumiitsuliornermut atuarfimmi tassani uki-
uni taakkunani ilinniartitsineq ilinniartitsisuusullu Amerikamiut realismemik aallartisaaner-
annut Europamiullu symbolismemik atuinerannut assut sunnertisimasimapput.

Hopperip illogarfissuarmi inuuneq galipagannaarisimava, uffa Kentip nunaannarmi inuun-
eq akunnaannerusogq illogarfissuarmit nipiliorfiusumit ungavarteqqgqasoq qalipaaffigissallu-
gu orniginartinnerusimagaa, inuilaamiinnissi allaat orniginartinnerusimallugu. Pinngortitaq
ingammillu inuilaag angallavikkuminaatsoq Kentip galipagannaarilerpai. Henry Davis Tho-
reaup aamma Ralph Waldo Emersonip (taakku marluk amerikamiut trascendetialisme pil-
lugu upperisakkullu nalunartulerineq (mysticisme) pillugu takussutissiortutut gitiusumik
inissisimaffeqartuusut) filosofi atorlugu allaatigisaasa atuartarnerisigut atugartuussuseq
pinngortitarlu pillugit isummeriaaseqarnera sunnertippoq. Taakku allaatigisaat inuttut as-
silialiortutullu inerikkiartorneranut annertuumik sunniuteqgarsimapput.
Transcendentalismemik taaneqgartartoq 1800-kkut geqganni amerikamiut filosofimik
pingaartitsisut kusanartumik anguniagaqartut antiempirimik (misigisartussusermut ak-
erliusut) tunaartarinnittut pingaartitaraat, silagassutsip misilittagartussutsillu ungataani
pissutsinik pingaartitsisoq. Taamatut tunaartarinnittut amerlasuut pinngortitami inuuneq
ajornaatsoq nuannaartoraat. Inuilaami najugaqgarlutik kisimiinnissaq amerlasuut pingaarti-
taraat.

Kent naasorissaasup illuanik Adirondackimi NY-mi Au Sable Forkimiittumik pisivoq
Asgaard-imillu taasimallugu nunani avannarlerni oqaluttuatoqqat aallaavigalugit.
Eqqumiitsuliortuunermi saniatigut Kenti misigisagarusulluni angalatuujuvoq. Ilisimasas-
sarsiorluni angalasarpoq pinngortitami alutornartorsuarmi inoganngingajattumi najugaqa-
rtarluni. 1918-19-imi ukiakkut ukiukkullu ernini angajulleq ilagalugu Alaskami Resurrection
Bayimiittumi Fox Islandimi qalipaasutut ilisimasassarsiortutullu inuuvoq, aamma 1922-
23-mi Tierra del Fuegomi Magellanillu Ikerasassuani immakkut angalaarpoq qalipaasarluni
ilisimasassarsiortarlunilu. Aamma Irlandip kitaata sineriaani najorlugu mersernarsinnaagqi-
sumi najugaqarsimavoq, taavalu pingasoriarluni Kalaallit Nunaanniilluni. Siullermik 1929-
mi tingerlaataannalimmik Newfoundlandimiit; gaammatillu arlagartut Kalaallit Nunaan-
niilluni. Aappassaanik 1931-32-mi pingajussaanillu 1934-35-mi, Uummannap Kangerluani
Illorsuarni nunasivoq — tamatigullu ukioq ataasingajaq najortarsimallugu. 1932-mi aal-
lagginnissaanut gaammatit arlagarunnaartut nulia Frances uini ornillugu tikippoq, 1934-
35-mi ernera Gordon 14-inik ukiulik ilaavog.

Kent inuilaami inuunini ilisimasassarsiortarninilu pillugit angalanilikkersaarutinik atuakki-
orpogq arlalinnik, USA-milu atuakkiai atuarumanegaqaat. Atuakkiaa ataaseq gallunaatu-
umut nutserneqarpoq, atuagaq kalaallimut kiffarminut Saalamiinamut ungasunnguamik
nersorinnissutaavoq taassumalu aqgqa atuakkiap qulequtaraa.

Ukioqgqgortusiartortilluni Kent inunnut ganilliartorpogq, ilaatigut Kalaallit Nunaanni nun-
aqarfinni inuusimaneranit pissuteqartumik, ajunngitsut ajortullu aqqusaarlugit peqa-
tigiittariagarnertarnerat malinnaavigisimallugu, tamarmillu isumalluutinik inuunermut
pingaarutilinnik avitseqatigiittarnerat isigereersimallugu. Politikikkut socialisme aamma
kommunisme tiguartiffigiartuinnalersimavaa, isumaginnittogarnikkut suliniuteqartut suli-
atigullu peqatigiiffeqartut tapersersugaralugit, eqgissinissaq naligiinnissarlu sorsuutigalug-
it, Europami nazistit pileruttornerisa sorsunnersuullu aappaanut ingerlaarnerisa nalaanni.
Sorsunnersuup aappaata kingorna Mccarthyismep nalaani Kent kommunistiusoralugu pa-
sinegarpoq, nunaqqgatiminnillu ganganisarpalunnerusunik pingaartitsisunik aporaattareer-
nermi kingorna 1960-ikkut aallartimmata Sovjetunionimut qalipakkani 80-it tunniuppai —
Kalaallit Nunaannit qalipakkani amerlasuut ilanngullugit grafiskimit assilialiani amerlasuut
allat. Ullumikkut galipagai Ruslandimiittut toqgqortaatigineqarput inunnut amerlanernut
alakkarneqgarsinnaanatik.

Nalitsinni USA-mi assilialiornermi Rockwell Kent realistitut symbolistitullu moderniusu-
tut isigineqarpoq, atuakkallu soqutigineqgartuarlutik nagiteqqginneqgartartunut arlalinnut
titartagalersuisutut ilisimaneqgarpogq. Suliai katersugaasivinni katersaatini sagqummersit-
sivinnilu arlalinni siumugassaasarput USA-mi, Canadami, Ruslandimi sovjetstatiusimasuni-
lu arlalinni. Kaattaassilluni akitsorterussinikkut USA-mi tuniniaasogaraangat qalipagai
akisoorujussuanngorlugit pisiarineqartarput — allaat ilai 100.000 $-inik naleqartarlutik;
uffa pitsaanerit suli akisuninngorlugit pisiarineqartartut.

OM ROCKWELL KENT

Rockwell Kent blev fgdt den 21. juni 1882 i Tarrytown, NY, og han dede den 13. marts
1971 i Plattsburgh, NY, naesten 89 ar gammel.

Efter endt skolegang begyndte han en uddannelse til arkitekt pa Columbia University i
New York, hvorfra han opndede en bachelorgrad i 1898.

Senere studerede han formgivning og design pa The Art Students League of New York.
Han deltog ogsa nogle somre i Shinnecock Hills Summer School of Art, hvis direkter var
den impressionistiske, amerikanske maler William Merritt Chase. | disse ar modnedes
beslutningen om, at det var maler, han ville vaere.

| efteraret 1902 tilmeldte han sig undervisningen pa New York School of Art, hvor han
kom pa hold med den senere verdenskendte amerikanske kunstner Edward Hopper. De
blev undervist af maleren Robert Henri, som fik stor betydning for dem begge. Henri var
uddannet i Paris og blev under opholdet i Frankrig i seerlig grad pavirket af Edouard Manets
realisme. | det hele taget var newyorker-kunstskolens laerere og undervisningen i disse ar
staerkt praeget af den tidlige amerikanske realisme og den europaeiske symbolisme.
Hoppers foretrukne motiv blev storbylivet, men Kent lod sig inspirere af det enkle liv pa
landet vaek fra storbyens larm og allerhelst ude i vildmarken. Naturen og ikke mindst
den vilde natur, vildmarken, blev hans fortrukne motiv. Det var gennem lzaesningen af fi-
losofiske vaerker af Henry Davis Thoreau og Ralph Waldo Emerson (der begge var ekspo-
nenter for den amerikanske transcendentalisme og mysticisme og ngglepersoner i bevee-
gelsen), at Kent udviklede sit civilisations- og natursyn. Disse veerker fik stor indflydelse
pa hans udvikling som menneske og billedkunstner.

Transcendentalismen var en idealistisk og antiempiristisk retning i amerikansk filosofi fra
midten af det 19. drhundrede, som handlede om det, der la uden for bevidstheden og
erfaringen. Mange af transcendentalismens tilhaengere dyrkede det enkle liv i pagt med
naturen. De sggte ofte ensomheden og slog sig ned pa isolerede steder.

Kent kebte en gard pa landet ved Au Sable Forks i Adirondack, NY og debte den Asgaard
efter den nordiske mytologi. Ud over at veere kunstner var Kent en sand eventyrer. Han
tog pa ekspeditioner og slog sig ned pa steder, hvor naturen var storladen, og kun fa men-
nesker levede. | efteraret og vinteren 1918-19 malede, udforskede og levede Kent sam-
men med sin aldste sen pa Fox Island i Resurrection Bay i Alaska, og i 1922-23 sejlede
han rundt ved Tierra del Fuego og Magellanstraedet ligeledes for at male og udforske
landskabet. | en periode tog han ogsa ophold pa Irlands barske vestkyst, og endelig rejste
han tre gange til Grenland. Den fgrste gang var pa en ekspedition i sejlbad fra New Found-
land i 1929; her endte han med at tilbringe nogle maneder i Grenland. De naeste gange var
i 1931-32 og igen i 1934-35, hvor han slog sig ned i bygden Illorsuit i Uummannagq Fjord -
hver gang i en periode pa et ar eller mere. | 1932 sluttede hans hustru Frances sig til ham
de sidste maneder af hans ophold, og i 1934-35 var sennen Gordon pa 14 ar med.

Kent skrev flere rejsebgger om sit liv i vildmarken og sine ekspeditioner, og han blev en
populeer forfatter i USA. En enkelt af hans bager blev ogsa oversat til dansk, nemlig bogen,
der var en bittersed hyldest til Salamina, hans grenlandske kifak. Bogen baerer hendes
navn som titel.

Med arene blev Kent mere socialt orienteret, bl.a. inspireret af det grenlandske bygdeliv,
der pa godt og ondt var et feellesskab, som inddrog alle, og hvor de livsnadvendige re-
surser blev fordelt mellem alle. Politisk blev han mere og mere optaget af socialismen og
kommunismen, og han stgttede sociale bevaegelser og fagforeninger og engagerede sig

i kampen for fred og lighed, i takt med at nazismen udviklede sig i Europa og forte til 2.
verdenskrig.

Under mccarthyismen efter 2. verdenskrig blev Kent beskyldt for at vaere kommunist, og
denne konflikt med nogle af hans egne konservative landsmaend blev arsagen til, at han

i begyndelsen af 1960'erne valgte at foraere Sovjetunionen 80 oliemalerier — heriblandt
mange af sine grenlandske malerier samt en maengde andre grafiske vaerker. | dag er de
fleste af hans billeder i Rusland opmagasineret og er ikke tilgaengelige for offentligheden.
Nutidens USA anerkender Rockwell Kent som en af landets betydelige moderne realister
og symbolister inden for billedkunsten og ogsa som illustrator af mange klassiske bogud-
givelser. Hans veerker findes i mange museumssamlinger og pa gallerier i USA, Canada,
Rusland og i forhenvaerende sovjetstater. Pa auktioner i USA gar isaer hans malerier til
meget hgje priser — ofte for over 100.000 $; de bedste for langt mere.
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
